TextGrid Laboratory

e Starting point of the virtual research environment

e Open source software, developed in Eclipse

e Portable software without installation

e Technical requirements: Java Runtime Environment (JRE), internet connection

TextGrid Repository

e Long term archive for different discipline, embedded into the DARIAH
infrastructure

e Garanties long term accessibility to research data and connectability
e e.g. the Digitale Bibliothek
